M/M/S  #4 :  Devise and utilize a separate form for sub -committee financial 

requests instead of using regular motion forms.  Approval would necessitate 

adding to ARTICLE X, page 17: òDocuments shall include all BUDGETARY 

REQUESTS.ó 

 

INTENT: To adhere to stringent standards of accountability and to have separate 

documentation of subcommitteeõs budget requests that would only require a 

motion maker, usually the Subcommittee Chair for the respective com mittee, and 

would require normal voting procedures.  This would reduce unnecessary time and 

paperwork as this is ordinary business.  Proper budget proposals would still be 

required.  The monetary requests would be dealt with together at the same time 

in th e meeting agenda and approval would depend on the bank balance after all 

amounts due are paid and all requests have been taken into consideration with 

prioritization according to necessity and expediency of the request.  I would even 

suggest the Chair or a uthorized person write on the board the requests as they 

are received so everyone can see what would be the financial impact and be able 

to responsibly make intelligent decisions.
