2007 Annual Public Information Report  

1.    Membership: We have a chairperson (10 of 12 months), web servant (6 of 12 months) and three other members (since our June 3rd Learning Days). We 

have one long-term member (more than three years). We have not had a vice chair or secretary for several years. 

2.   Challenges: 

a.   With our existing members, we need to find ways to provide frequent orientations to people referred by Drug Courts who are unfamiliar with N.A. In Drug 

Court, we also discovered that referrals have been propositioned to use or buy drugs outside our meeting places. 

b.   We agree with page 13 in the CAR, "...we need better communications, less duplication of efforts, more training and more effective delegation...We need to 

find a way to make service more attractive." We also agree "...that the APT and PR Handbook may be stop-gap measures..." 

c.    We lack detailed procedures for our web site and community presentations. For 

community presentations, our committee unanimously agreed to continue using the old PI Handbook in cases where it does not conflict with the PR Handbook. 

3.   Events, Ongoing Tasks and Projects: 

a.   Community: Melbourne Square Mall, September 29th; Melbourne Probation Office, October 5th; and Drug Court, November 27th. We were unable to support the 

"Free Brevard" event in October. We plan to develop ongoing relationships with all three probation offices and the drug court in the first half of 2008. 

b.   Service Structure: One or more PI members attended three of six Regional PI meetings, both Zonal Forums and the Florida Service Symposium. 

c.    Billboards/Bus Benches: Our PI chair is a member of the Regional PI ad hoc committee to pool skills for billboards/bus benches. We currently lack people 

to maintain this activity. 

d.   Meeting Schedules: We update and produce 400 meeting schedules monthly. We gained a new schedule maker in June. 

e.    Web: We maintained our web presence throughout the year although we lacked a web servant for half the year. We post announcements, Area flyers when 

provided, our newsletter, minutes and meeting information with directions. We have links to the Florida Region, NA World Services and the worldwide online 

meeting form. As a result of our Groups' decision, we maintain a link to Nar-Anon despite our Sixth Tradition. We are working to develop online reporting which 

we believe will improve Area/Regional communications and make service more attractive. Our current internet service provider does not provide us with 

database capabilities for this. 
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f.    We use computer presentations (PowerPoint) and provided technical assistance with them to other subcommittees. We have presentations for a general PI 

orientation, making meeting schedules and automating web services. 

4.   Training: We provided a PI orientation to our Area membership in June but have not formally trained any of our members to work in the community this 

year. We hope that our PI members will car pool to training in the Chain O' Lakes Area and assigned one member to work with the Region and that Area on the 

March 1st event. 

5. Finances and Record keeping: This year, we spent $600 for meeting schedules and $360 for our web site. We have a one-time authorization to spend $25 

for posting help line flyers in the community but lack trained personnel to do the job. As required by Area policy, we completed an annual review of PI guidelines 

that was approved by Groups on March 11, 2007 .We scanned all of our old PI files. We hope to have the information indexed and online before summer.
