The committee will elect its own chair and that chair 

will NOT have an additional voice on the area floor.  Intent: To coordinate overlapping services that co uld be provided two 

or more subcommittees to prove a forum for communication between subcommittees.

   C Motion #2:   Make motion to change name of Public Information to Public Relations Committee.  Intent:
