Hello Family: Thank you for entrusting me with the privilege to serve the Space Coast as our
representative at the Florida Regional meeting in March.

At the GSR assembly, we had four groups reperesented: Grow or Go, HOW, Keepng It Real and
Principles Before Personalities. The GSR and Alternate were both present for Grow or Go! We also
carried absentee ballots for five other Groups. Thus, 9 of our 15 Groups chose to be represented
at the GSR Assembly. Our 60% participation was actually much better than the less than 30% of
all Groups in the Region (204 out of more than 700).

Our convention
committee nominated Gail R to be next year’s convention chairperson.

Our Saturday “Symphony of Service” workshop hosted by
Bhaja, our Area chair, hopes to illustrate how our services can become more effective
with simple spiritual principles.

Activities hosted a Building Better Home Groups learning day. Without success, the
Activities vice chair, with lots of enthusiasm and little experience, sought help from
Region—especially in the planning stages. Turnout was small but eager. Activities hopes
to host an event in May or June.

Public Relations, Policy and Newsletter: inactive.

Helpline, in the absence of other leadership, is currently led by a GSR/helpline
member. Our helpline had a total of 190 calls. 119 callers listened to our meeting
recordings and 57 callers talked to a helpline member. We missed 14 calls—so our record
improves.

H&I still carries seven meetings per week to a single treatment center. Charles B,
probably still well-known in Region, has become our new H&I chair. In preparation for
moving H&I beyond a single facility, he appointed an ad hoc to help bring orientations
closer to the H&I Handbook and reporting closer to the 21 century.

Literature purchases from the RSO were $430.08 and sales were $696.20.

Our finances are brightening since our Group contributions exceeded our expenses.
We are within $268.05 of meeting our prudent reserve needs and much closer to again
making financial contributions to Region. ~
