Update Convention Guidelines that includes Subcommittee duties and reguirements.

That all subcommittee members will have decorum (respect) when dealing with each other during the
Committee regular meetings.

To put on a Convention that carries the message of the Narcotics Anonymous.

We started with 14 Chairperson and Alternate Chairperson and ended with 13. Other members served the
Convention Committee on various subcommittees. We submitted to the Area a working Convention
Guideline that was approved by the Groups. We updated and submitted guideines for the upcoming years
Convention. Subcommittee duties were not included and the 2010-2011 Convention Committee may want to
make that a goal.
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It is this Chairpersons feeling that | was unable to maintain an atmosphere of recovery at some of the
meetings. Decorum and respect for the process and each other broke down. By the start of the committee |
did not feel safe to share my thoughts or concerns with the comrmittee members in respect to Committee
business. Although there were moments of questionable and/or negative behaviors the business of the
Convention got done and the message was carried. The improvement from last years was 100%. However,
| have the following concerns and suggestions;

1. Concern: The 2009-2010 Convention Committee agreed to six speakers. Opening, Midnight,
Afternoon, Main, Midnight and Closing. | believe that only one of the speakers was from Florida.

Reason: We are a small Convention and registered about 240 people. We paid for hotel rooms for
some of the speakers ($769.23).

Suggestion: | suggest that the incoming Convention Committee re-examine the amount of speakers
that was chosen and reduce the number. Three speakers may be sufficient. (Opening, Main and
Closing). | suggest that the Opening speaker is from the Space Coast Area, the Main Speaker is from
any area of Narcotics Anonymous and the Closing Speaker is from the Florida Region and/or the South
Florida region. 1 also suggest that the Convention Committee provide the Main speaker a registration
packet, two night's hotel stay and a banquet ticket. Also the Opening and Closing speaker are provided
a registration packet and a banguet ticket. This will also save funds that could be use elsewhere.

2. Concern: Two many work shops being held at the same times (two) and work shops held during
activities and functions.

Reason: We are a small Convention and registered about 240 people. The maximum numbers of
Convention goers are usually at the Main speaker meeting.

Suggestion: | suggest that the incoming Convention Committee fimit the amount of workshops being
conducted at the same times

3. Concern: There was a situation during this years Convention where a decision was made without the
knowledge of all Committee members.

Reason: Convention Committee members should be given the opportunity to be included in making the
decisions of the Committee.

Suggestion: | suggest that the incoming Convention Committee pass guidelines that outline how
committee business is done in an emergency situation when decisions need to be made between
meetings.

4. Concern: The centraf and north end lack of support of the Convention fund-raisers efforts.
Reason: | was disappointed that the central and north end of the Space Coast did not support the
Valentine Day Dance. | was also hoping that he had more north and south members on the convention
committee,
Suggestion: ! suggest that the incoming Convention Committee find a way to get the support of the

north end of the Space Coast Area. l.e. hosting fundraisers in that area, asking group/Activities
Subcommittee to partner with the convention to put on fundraisers
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5. Concem: | did not see the million of dollars in fixes that the hatel reponted was done. The hotel is not an
impressive site. The only thing it seen ko have going for it is Cocoa Beach. The Staff was appropriate
the hotel s nol. Be aware that the Manger in charge is @ member of A4 and the problems we had
during 2008-2009 may have been directly related.

Reason: Th currant hobel cost is ioo high for what it offers. The hotel billed us 5401385 for Coffes,
meating space, meals and 9 hote! rooms 109 80,(880.01). We did not mest our room black but about
8 room nights were sokd by the hated at the cost of about 109.99 + tax.(118.58). That comes to sbout
$4430.39 for those rooms This Years Convention ganesated about $8444. 24 income for the hotel,
