Report from Florida Regional Service Conference
May 14-16, 2010

Fellowship Development Session 1 Area Support:

Helpline- Areas around the region are struggling with ride lists and willingness

just as our area is. Care, caution, and education are the most prominent suggestions
for this to be successful.

Some areas are looking for ways 1o get cell phones for call volunteers without using
members names and SS#’s. As areas move towards incorporation or other means of
legal compliance more solutions may become available.

H&I- State and Federal budget cuts are reducing the number of facilities and programs
available in the remaining ones such as NA. One solution is to find out how NA can

fit into whatever programming policy that they have in place. Another is to become
proactive with Government liaisons such as State Representatives and Congressmen.
Some jails and prisons have individual groups of addicts with clearance bringing
meetings into their facility. One concern is the message that is being delivered. Again the
solution appears to be more involved if we want to be involved.

Public Relations- An area was approached and asked to be interviewed on Pain
Medication Addiction Recovery, and E,S, and H was requested. The consensus was that
we are bound by our traditions, and do not separate drugs; we suffer from the disease of
addiction, which is all encompassing. Anonymity is paramount. Individuals described
their experience in interviews and how they protected our anonymity. We discussed the
importance of learning what is in the PR handbook and utilizing it in our public relations
needs.

Internet Technologies- Our Internet Resource Coordinator asked what we wanted for our
web page. It was the consensus that there are too many places for individuals to get their
information, and the new web page offers an easier way to get most the info we need.
There is the capability to place links to all of our discussion groups on the website to
make it easier to access. Centralization of our communications and information will help
us greatly. The ease of just typing in our email address to get the Just for Today, appealed
to many.

The consensus was the format of the new web page is superior to the past.

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Fellowship Development Session 2 Roundtables:
There were two new ideas presented and discussed.

1. Communication — centralize? Decentralize? Too many sources? Limited access?
Unlimited access? What will best serve the Florida Region as a whole?

2. What to do with completed proposals? Where do they go? Who approves them? This
discussion was given to Guide to Florida Regional Service Workgroup.

There are several Project ideas awaiting openings for HRP to find addicts to work on
each one as well as a few ideas that will be round tabled at the next RSC that have been
submitted to Fellowship Development.

There were no members of the Human Resource Panel present this weekend a busy time
of year for many and unfortunate illness for others. Several workgroups were not present
and members of the groups have not met or finished the projects. These areas of concern
will be addressed at the next conference in July.

Fellowship Development Session 3 Workgroups:

The workgroups that were present met at this time and progress on their projects will be
available in July in our Regional minutes. Not being a part of any workgroup at this time
I met with the RSO president to discuss literature cost differences from the RSO and
NAWS or WSO. This is the statement made in his report to the region “I want to briefly
discuss ordering from the WSO as opposed to ordering from the FRSO. Freight will be more
from the WSO however you will not have to pay sales tax on your order from the WSO. That
means you should collect it from your groups. Most do not. That is against the law. As we
continue to register as non profits or 503 type corporations, you will be dealing with audits and
the other joys of dealing with the state. Now, you might not get caught but I have got to ask, how
you living. The RSO also has a discount structure that the WSO does not have, which offsets the
savings from sales tax.” This information, which was addressed to areas, also applies to groups
whom purchase literature from NAWS or WSO. FL sales tax is figured into orders from the RSO
and paid to the State, which is why we don’t deal with sales taxes.

SPACE COAST ASC NA MINUTES
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Regional Conference Meeting:

14 of 19 Area members were present.

There was a discussion concerning our AD’s(alt delegate) lack of accountability and
commitment.

A couple of RCM’s and other members attended the FRCNA board meeting and realized
the enormous amount of work that a few addicts have to accomplish so that we may all
have an enjoyable experience at FRCNA. FRCNA can use the support of the member
areas via FRCNA representatives of which we have none and are allowed 6.
